ﬁ NOTE: Remove the video card/thermal-cooling assembly as a single unit. Do not separate the thermal-cooling assembly from the video card.

6. Loosen in consecutive order the four captive screws, labeled "1" through "4," that secure the video card/thermal-cooling assembly to the system board.

7. Lift the video card/thermal-cooling assembly from the system board.

Replacing the Video Card/Thermal-Cooling Assembly

NOTE: Ensure that the video card/thermal-cooling assembly mylar flap rests on top of the processor thermal-cooling assembly when the video
card/thermal-cooling assembly is in place.
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1. Carefully align the video card/thermal-cooling assembly over the connector on the system board and press down.

ﬂ NOTE: The video card/thermal-cooling assembly is labeled "PUSH HERE."

2. Tighten in consecutive order the four captive screws, labeled 1" through “4," that secure the video card/thermal-cooling assembly to the system board.
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
